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ABSTRACT

This article aimed to study the problem of managing and to
proposed guidelines for managing the Rohingga and Uyghur
migrants in Thailand. The article used document analysis in the
Thailand legislation, international obligations, research, articles
and documents.

1. The problem of managing the Rohingga and Uyghur
migrants, including an increasing of migrants, regulating the
migrant, the conflict between the Thai community and migrants,
understanding of international organizations officials and
restrictions on the deportation of the migrants.

urgently, optimize the performance of the officials, set up the
migrants areas clearly and conform to international standards and
coordinate the country of origin in the development process to
proof of nationality. 2) Long-term should development database
and technology to protect the border, revise the law to be flexible
and solve problems effectively, make understanding and attitude of
all parties concerned, and coordinate the third countries to support

migrants.
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
